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Jason Scott Fritz grew up in Bybeetown, Kentucky, and currently
teaches for the Lower Merion School District near Philadelphia. His
poems have been published in places as disparate as the Journal of the
American Medical Association and Mad Poets Review.

GEeORGE GARRETT, Professor Emeritus at the University of Virginia,
was Poet Laureate of Virginia from 2002—2004. He has published
in many genres and is the subject of Understanding George Garrett
by R. H. W. Dillard. He has life-time achievement awards from the
Fellowship of Southern Writers and the Library of Virginia.
